Before using the device , please read the instruction carefully and observe the warnings about operation and use . This instruction should be kept for future reference .


		Power supply: this device can only use the type of power supply indicated in the manual .
		Power cord protection : pay attention to avoid power cord being pressed by heavy objects . Especially pay attention to the plug , outlet and outlet of the  power cord. Do not pull or draw the power cord.
		Mouth moisture : should not be used close to the source of water, such as bathtub , sink , kitchen sink , sink damp basement , swimming pool , etc .
Temperature : the device must be away from the heat source . For example :  radiators , heating accessories , various stoves and other heating equipment ( including discharger) .
		Click: care must be taken to prevent objects or water from falling into the core . If dropped into a metal or other conductive object , there is a risk of   an electric short circuit inside the device .
		Cover plate removal : due to high pressure in the machine memory, non-     electronic professionals , do not remove the case , if the internal electronic parts are abnormal contact. Serious electric shocks may occur.We are not responsible for this incident.
		Cleaning : do not use volatile solutions . Such as: pure , paint thinner, gasoline , volatile oil and so on to wipe the shell , use a clean dry cloth on the line .
